Spring 2022

First homes at the Northern
Arc available through Sage
Housing via affordable
housing schemes
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Countryside properties

Countryside Properties was the rst housebuilder
to be appointed at the Northern Arc and are
building 460 homes, over 50% of them as
affordable housing. The rst affordable homes
are expected to be ready in Spring 2022 and

the rst homes for sale on the private market in
Winter 2022.

Countryside and Sage Housing are working in
partnership on the provision of 156 homes for
affordable rent and 81 for shared ownership at the
Freeks Farm site, helping to provide much-needed,
high quality places to live for local people.

Austin Wade, Sage Housing Project Manager said:

All foundations to phase one homes are now
completed with the timber frame structure in
place. Works are progressing well with the rst
Sage Housing homes expected to be ready for
people to move in from early 2022.

Since the previous newsletter, the frameworks for
several apartment blocks have now been erected
and the culvert bridge linking the north and south
ends of the Countryside site is close to being
complete.

The Maple Drive play area will be opening to

the public this month, providing new public

play facilities for children in the local area.
Groundworks for the north of the site have already
begun, shaping the landscape ahead of house
building beginning in that area in 2022.

Hedgerow species that Countryside planted to
enhance the existing valuable hedgerow habitats
back in March 2021 are thriving. Tree protection
fencing has been installed - supervised by an
arboroculturalist (quali ed tree specialist) to
ensure that trees on site - and their root zones -
are protected from accidental damage during the
construction period.

Bellway

Bellway are the latest developer to join the
Northern Arc. They will build homes to the east
of the site and develop some public open spaces
including the Lowlands Farm extension to the
Bedelands Nature Reserve.

In July Bellway held a consultation with the local
community about their initial proposals for land
east of Issacs Lane North and at Lowlands Farm.
They took this valuable community feedback on
board, and following discussions with Homes
England and a presentation of the proposals to
MSDC s Design Review Panel, Bellway have taken
the opportunity to revise their proposals ahead of
submitting their planning application.

Some key changes that Bellway are planning to
make include reducing the number of homes,
completing a design review of Plot 1.3 at Lowlands

Bellway have been developing detailed designs

Farm and ensuring that the 30% of homes
which will be affordable housing are distributed
throughout each part of the site.

Looking forward, Bellway anticipate a Planning
Committee decision in December 2021 or January
2022 and - subject to achieving consent - plan to
start on site in Spring 2022.
